30 WHEREAS: Education is an important factor in allowing people to become more  
40   productive, well-rounded citizens; and, 
 
50 WHEREAS: A provision of the Higher Education Act mandates that students  
60   convicted of any drug-related offense be denied eligibility for financial 
70   aid for periods ranging from one year to indefinite; and, 
 
80 WHEREAS: The provision impacts primarily students of low to moderate  
90   economic means; and, 
 
100 WHEREAS: The provision will have a discriminatory impact on people of color, as  
110   their communities are disproportionately targeted for enforcement of  
120   drug laws; and, 
 
130 WHEREAS: No other class of offender faces similar restrictions on student loan  
140   eligibility. 
 
150 THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  That the Maryland Student Legislature calls upon the 107th  
160   Congress to pass legislation, which will repeal Section 484, Subsection  
170   (r) or the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1091 (r)).
