SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE MARYLAND STUDENT LEGISLATURE,
That the Maryland Law will enact as follows:

Avrticle-Courts and Judicial Proceedings
11-514. Mandatory DNA Testing

(A) IN THIS SECTION, DNA 1S DEOXYRIBONUCLEIC ACID. DNA ARE THE MOLECULES
NECESSARY FOR THE ORGANIZATION AND FUNCTIONING OF MOST LIVING CELLS AND
CONTROL THE INHERITANCE OF HUMAN CHARACTERISTICS.

1) WHEN DNA IS PRESENT IN THE CRIME SCENE OF A CRIMINAL CASE WHEN
THE DEATH PENALTY IS A POSSIBLE PUNISHMENT IN THE COURT OF LAW.

) AND THE OFFENDER IS FOUND GUILTY OF A CRIME PUNISHABLE BY THE
DEATH PENALTY.

3) THEN THE OFFENDER WILL GO THROUGH A MANDATORY TEST OF HIS/HER
DNA TO INSURE THAT THE DNA FOUND AT THE CRIME SCENE IS REPLICABLE OF
THE OFFENDERS.

4) THE DNA TEST WILL BE TAKEN AFTER THE VERDICT IS MADE AND DURING
THE SENTENCING PROCESS.

(5) A FULL REPORT OF THE RESULTS OF THE DNA TEST WILL BE MADE
AVAILABLE TO THE JUDGE OF THE PARTICULAR CASE.

(6) THE RESULTS WILL BE MADE KNOWN AT THE SENTENCING OF THE
OFFENDER.

@) THIS WILL ALLOW JUSTICE TO BE SERVED AND THAT THE GUILT OF THE
OFFENDER IN QUESTION WILL BE PROVEN AND THE SENTENCE TO BE FULLY
CARRIED OUT.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this law will take effect January 1%, 2004.
