120 students in civic affairs, and serves as a resource for many public groups, and;  

 

130 WHEREAS:   He has also been the faculty advisor for the Salisbury University Delegation of  

140 the Maryland Student Legislature for many years, and; 

 

150 WHEREAS:   Professor Basehart is retiring at the end of this school year.
