70   championships and Super Bowls; and, 

 

80 WHEREAS: The Washington Redskins were the only representatives of professional football  

90    for the citizens of Maryland from 1937 to 1946, 1951 to 1953, and from 1984 to

110 WHEREAS: The Washington Redskins are one of the wealthiest sports franchises in the

130 WHEREAS: The Washington Redskins have brought and continue to bring joy to countless  

140   numbers of Maryland’s citizens; and,  

 

150 WHEREAS: The Washington Redskins bring millions of dollars in revenue into the great 

160   state of Maryland every year; and, 

 

170 WHEREAS: The Washington Redskins are currently the longest active professional football  

180   team in the great state of Maryland. 

 

190 THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: The Maryland Student Legislature urges the 

200   Maryland General Assembly to recognize the Washington Redskins as the
